 It is just as easy to put something in the recycle can as it is to put it in the garbage. It’s so easy a child can do it (and mine do).  If you don’t recycle and don’t think it is important to do it, here are some reasons why you should.  If you already recycle thank you for doing your part as a responsible consumer, by keeping unnecessary waste out of the landfills.
These are just a few facts I found at www.recycling-revolution.com .  

Each one of us produces an average of 4.4 pounds of solid waste each day. This adds up to almost a ton of trash per person, per year. 

On average, it costs $30 per ton to recycle trash, $50 to send it to the landfill, and $65 to $75 to incinerate it.
We use over 80,000,000,000 aluminum soda cans every year.

An aluminum can that is thrown away will still be a can 500 years from now!

Recycling one aluminum can saves enough energy to run a TV for three hours -- or the equivalent of a half a gallon of gasoline.

There is no limit to the amount of times aluminum can be recycled.

To produce each week's Sunday newspapers, 500,000 trees must be cut down.

If every American recycled just one-tenth of their newspapers, we would save about 25,000,000 trees a year.

Each ton (2000 pounds) of recycled paper can save 17 trees, 380 gallons of oil, three cubic yards of landfill space, 4000 kilowatts of energy, and 7000 gallons of water. This represents a 64% energy savings, a 58% water savings, and 60 pounds less of air pollution!

The 17 trees saved (above) can absorb a total of 250 pounds of carbon dioxide from the air each year. Burning that same ton of paper would create 1500 pounds of carbon dioxide.

A modern glass bottle will take 4000 years or more to decompose -- and even longer if it's in the landfill.

The energy saved from recycling one glass bottle can run a 100-watt light bulb for four hours or a compact fluorescent bulb for 20 hours. It also causes 20% less air pollution and 50% less water pollution than when a new bottle is made from raw materials.
If you live in Greenville you have access to curbside recycling.  You can get a roll away bin so it’s easier to push to the street and holds more than the smaller green ones.  The following is picked for recycle- paper including newspaper, magazines, corrugated cardboard and light weight cardboard such as cereal boxes; glass; metal including aluminum and food cans; and plastic #1-6.  If you live outside the city limits, paper, metal, glass and plastic need to be sorted but you can take it and drop it off at IESI.
