Tires are one of the biggest nuisances in Greenville and Hunt County.  They are found discarded on the side of the roads, dumped on people’s property and in creeks and ditches.  Tire waste is not only unsightly but poses a health risk this time of year as a breeding ground for mosquitos.  Hunt County Homeland Security; Environmental Division Investigator Henry Wilkerson estimated 3300-3350 tires picked up last year.  According to Wilkerson that was three 48 ft. semi-trailers full.
This Saturday May 14th 8a.m. - noon, Environmental Division Director Richard Hill has put together this year’s Annual Tire Round-Up to help people dispose of tires properly. The event will be held at the old TXDOT building on Hwy 69 S. in Greenville.  You must be a resident of Hunt County and be able to show proof of address.
